Special Exception for Teaching Methods Based on Article 14 of the Standards
for Establishment of Graduate Schools

To facilitate undergraduate learning, there is an exception to teaching methods based on Article 14 of the
Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools.
Reference; Article 14 of the Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools (excerpt from MEXT Ordinance
No. 28 of 1974)
Article 14. In the course of a graduate school, education may be provided at night or by other appropriate

methods such as providing classes or research guidance at specified times when it is deemed to be particularly
necessary for education.

At this Graduate School, the following classes are provided to applicants under the Article 14 exception.

However, even in the case of this exception, it is necessary for students who have been granted such an
exception to be able to attend the course at the date and time specified for the lectures, etc., as designated by
the Graduate School.

1. Classes are offered during the 6th and 7th period for students falling under the Article 14 exception.

6th period 6:10 p.m.-7:40 p.m. 7th period  7:50 p.m.-9:20 p.m.
2. Some classes have intensive lectures.
3. In principle, students under the Article 14 exception should attend the lecture in the given class form.
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4 . Ifyou are a student under the Article 14 exception and wish to have a class form other than the above, please
consult your prospective supervisor. In some cases, however, the lesson format may not be in keeping with
your preference. In this case, the study period may exceed 2 years.

5. The Article 14 exception cannot be offered in the Graduate Course of Nursing Science (Field of

Midwifery).

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Graduate Course Guide

Graduate Course of Nursing Science

This course consists of two major courses: Clinical Nursing and Health Development Nursing. Instead of focusing
on concepts that conflict with disease or disability, we study health continuity across the life cycle, that is, from
birth to death, and support healthy living, while helping people adapt to their environment.

Regarding the Department of Clinical Nursing, in the Field of Chronic Care and Wound Management Nursing,
which is explored from the viewpoint of subjects with health disorders, the aim is to develop programs and systems
that include lifestyle-related diseases, acceptance of diseases as is necessary for patients and their families at the
chronic and terminal stages of illness, education and methods, and education evaluation methods. We also aim to
develop effective nursing practices and equipment to solve physical, psychological, and social problems caused by
wounds (surgical wounds, pressure ulcers, stoma, etc.).

In the Field of Gerontological, Rehabilitation and Mental Health Nursing, we develop nursing practices and fall
prevention programs to improve the quality of life of the elderly and those with functional disabilities and their
families, and provide education and conduct research on risk management, mental illness, and mental health
development.

Regarding the Department of Health Development Nursing, in the Field of Women's Health and Environmental
Child Development explores health phenomena caused by relationships with psychology, the environment, and
society across the life cycle. We also assess and intervene in the environment surrounding mothers and children to
ensure their sound growth and development, and link health support for women to advanced education, research,
and practice in sex and reproductive areas, especially for pregnant and nursing mothers.

In the Field of Midwifery, the program aims to acquire advanced specialized practical skills in midwifery care
and provide education and conduct research on research problem-solving skills and the exploration of evidence.
Those who have completed midwifery school are eligible to take the National Midwifery Examination.

In the Field of Public Health and Home Care Nursing, we provide care and care management for home caregivers
and their families, develop community care systems and public health nursing methodologies, and provide education

and conduct research on the environment and health in the workplace and in the community.

Graduate Course of Medical Science and Technology

Technological advances in radiological and laboratory examinations in the prevention, diagnosis and treatment
of diseases have played a major role in medicine and healthcare. Research and development of new medical science
and technology will continue to be essential to the advancement of the medical sciences and medicine. In the
previous year's course, we will conduct education and research with the aim of acquiring practical learning about
the foundations and clinical technologies of the medical sciences described in this area and developing human
resources who will be capable of becoming leaders in this area in the future.

Today's medical technology continues to evolve at an advanced level, but the situation is also changing as a result
of the emergence of an aging society, changes in disease structures, and changes in the global environment.
Healthcare must respond quickly to these changes. We must strive to further improve the results of diagnosis and
treatment while responding to these issues. It is important to develop human resources who possess sufficient
knowledge and skills and are able to respond flexibly. There is an urgent need to train educators, researchers, and
specialist engineers who have studied medical science comprehensively and can play a leading role.
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The Master's Level Section of Integrated Course utilizes quantum phenomena such as ionizing radiation,
radioisotopes, and magnetic resonance to acquire medical imaging technology for imaging biological information
and treatment technology using high-energy ionizing radiation. In addition, we will acquire clinical testing
techniques for examining tissues, cells, and biomolecules in the body, as well as measurement and testing techniques
for analyzing biological information by fusing medical engineering techniques. We will also focus on new medical
sciences and tackle issues comprehensively. For example, in order to accurately grasp biological information,
students learn about information science equipment and analytical technologies that apply measurements such as
light, heat, radiation, electromagnetic and ultrasonic waves, as well as medical applications such as state-of-the-art
quantum science, information science, molecular biology, genetic engineering, and ergonomics.

In this way, in the Graduate Course of Medical Science and Technology, we aim to cultivate advanced and original
medical professionals, educators and researchers, and establish and develop a new medical science technology
system. The Master's Level Section of Integrated Course is the first step.

Graduate Course of Rehabilitation Science

With the advent of a rapidly aging society and the recent advancements in medical technology, the number of
patients with more diverse and complex disabilities is increasing, and the demand for physical and occupational
therapists is increasing due to the introduction of long-term care insurance systems and the increase in the number
of health facilities for the elderly. In order to meet these social needs, it is essential to develop human resources with
superior knowledge and skills in the field of rehabilitation science, but it is also crucial to train educators, researchers,
and specialist engineers who possess the advanced knowledge and skills necessary for such human resource
development and can assume leadership roles. However, rehabilitation science centered on physical and
occupational therapy has a relatively short history as a field, and there are few educational institutions (graduate
schools) that offer advanced education and conduct research nationwide. Therefore, it is difficult to judge the
sufficiency of not only basic research, but also the acquisition, development, and research of advanced clinical
technologies.

In the Master's Level Section of Integrated Course in the Graduate Course of Rehabilitation Science, we provide
the following three courses based on recognition of the current situation: (D training of specialist physical and
occupational therapists who have acquired advanced clinical skills, @ training of specialist master's students who
will promote clinical research leading to presentations at academic conferences and the preparation of papers with
a specialized research mind, and (3 physical and occupational therapy practice based on facts accumulated from
basic research as preparation for the next doctoral course. We also promote acquiring research methods based on
the concept of evidence-based practice (EBP) and training researchers to prepare papers.

This course consists of two departments: Department of Physical Therapy and Department of Occupational
Therapy.
